Gardens & Parks

Well-planned and meticulously tended road sides, parks, reserves and gardens are an attractive feature of this district.

A highlight is the Ashburton Domain, a 37.5 hectare park within walking distance of the Ashburton shopping precinct, offering
expansive lawns, trees, gardens and grounds for sport. This is a favourite picnic spot for locals and visitors and is well known
for its established specimen and exotic trees planted to maximise the change of seasons.

Just off SH1, the Tinwald Domain is a large green open space, with a children's playground and a picturesque manmade
lake, enclosed by tall stately trees. Two large oaks at the entrance to the lake were planted by the Duke and Duchess of
York (later King George V and Queen Mary) to mark their visit in 1901.

Baring Square East has been designed around Ashburton’s landmark clock tower, various monuments and fountain, and
comprises mature trees, camellias, rhododendrons, roses and masses of strikingly coloured annuals.

Trotts Garden, on the outskirts of Ashburton, was recently awarded a Garden of National Significance by the New Zealand Gardens
Trust and boasts seven acres of gardens including a chapel, water gardens, woodland area, and formal English gardens.

Ashburton is but the centre-piece for a number of gardens - public, private and commercial - all throughout the district.
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
